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Story of Sayorn
Chin Sayorn was bom on 10 January 1995 at Boeung Taprum Villaze in Sthanoukville, Cambudm. which is
a port city in the south of the country on the Culf of Thailand. Sayom’s mother and father worked &5 Farmers and

menial laberers, They were too poor to send Sayorn to school. Instzad. he was sent to work gathering firewood mumﬂ:q :
mountairs o scll at market, and also helped the family subsist by scavenging fruit and small water animals i rice ficlds.

In 2000, Sayorn's mother died in childbinth. That same yesr, his father was killed by a landmine. Arthis time Sayorn and

a younger hrother were sent to live with an uncle near Cambodia’s capital eity, Phnom Penh. Living conditions for Sayorn

deteriorated even further. He was still not m school, and arose every morning at 3:30 A.M. 1o help with farming chorss. In off times, -
Sayorn was required to work as a “garhage picker” at St2ung Meanchey waste disposal dump, laharing long hours for less than 2 dollar
a day, hhi.:hh.-,mﬂd;ivm his uncle.

Un Jure 23, 2003, Sayorn's life took a dramahic turn for the better, when he went (o live atEEnl:crfanthdre.l EHl]lpll]E!E
orphanage in Phnom Penh. Now age 8 14, Sayorn was eager for education, and was enrolled in Grade 1 6f a nearby Cambodian public
school. So motivated was he that by 2008, he had passed all the way to Grade 9 in ﬂlE-pllhl-lE schocl system.

In the meantime. Sayorn had taken advaniage of special mstructions from visitmg CCH volunteers to learn such
things az web design, computer repair, global pesitioning techrology, and El:lghﬂh 1lc also settled into

{ lifz at CCH by participating in an orphanags band, playing bass guitar and keyboards. He became very
helpful to CCH Director Mech Sokha in solving office techmical problems, teaching other children

In the first half of 2008, Sayom entered a countrywide competifion to receive a fully paid 5 year
scholarship for an Intermnational Baccalaureate course of smdy ar United World College-South East
As=ia, located in Singapore. Among several hundred applicanis, Sayorn fimshed first, and was awarded
the scholarshap.
